What is an Apprenticeship?

A Registered Apprenticeship is a structured training program that equips employees with the knowledge
and abilities they need to succeed in a particular occupation. It provides businesses with skilled staff
who meet their unique needs and is recognized by the United States Department of Labor. Registered
Apprenticeships combine on-the-job training and classroom instruction to ensure trainees deeply
understand their profession.

Similar to college, apprentices will receive a nationally recognized credential to work in their field of
study upon completing the program. With an “earn while you learn” structure, apprentices are paid
throughout their training and receive wage increases as they become more skilled. There are many
job opportunities that can be achieved through apprenticeship, including nursing and healthcare
assistance, electrical grid maintenance, plumbing, construction, HVAC system maintenance, information
technology and countless others. An apprenticeship is a great opportunity for anyone looking for high-
quality post-secondary education outside of a college or university.
