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Executive Committee Meeting Minutes – September 10, 2013

Welcome

Council Chair Tim Komberec welcomed everyone and called the meeting to order at 10:30 a.m.

Agenda

Chair Komberec asked if there are changes or discussion to the minutes from the Executive Committee Meeting May 15, 2013.  Terry Patterson was added to the roll as substitute for Jerry Beck. 

Chair Komberec accepted a motion by B.J. Swanson, seconded by Tony Fernandez to accept the minutes as corrected; with no objections, the minutes were approved unanimously. 

Chair Komberec asked Sue Simmons, Idaho Department of Labor to review the consent agenda for the October 1st council meeting.

Sue explained that the consent agenda includes:

Sue explained that Transmittal #1 shows the new WIA Eligible Training Provider list, Transmittal #2 gives information on the WIA PY12 Annual Report, Transmittal #3 is a summary report of the grow green energy grant, Transmittal #4 is an update on the AJLA program, and Transmittal #5 is the performance review of the department.

Discussion followed on the process for selecting the WIA eligible training providers and businesses that say they are endorsed by the State Board of Education and/or the Department of Labor.  Rico said that AJLA is rewriting the process; therefore, the current process with more diligence will be used.

Chair Komberec accepted a motion by Linda Clark, seconded by Mike Nelson; with no objections, the consent agenda items (June 13, 2013 minutes and the Eligible Training Provider List) were approved unanimously. 

Chair Komberec announced he would not be able to attend the October 1st council meeting and asked B.J. Swanson to chair the meeting.  

Chair Komberec asked Sue Simmons to review the draft agenda:

· Legislative Preview presentation by Bob Fick
· Social Media Grant presented by Georgia Smith
· Request for (3) Waivers  for required statewide WIA activities presented by Rico Barrera
· Discussion for the 2014 meeting calendar for approval

Chair Komberec accepted a motion by B.J. Swanson, seconded by Mike Nelson to accept the draft agenda with the additions; with no objections, the draft agenda was approved unanimously. 

Chair Komberec announced the discussion on the Educational Attainment Task Force recommendations action plan.  Gordon Graff explained that the presentation would show the activities currently being implemented and include a discussion for future suggestions.  

Gordon identified each recommendation and who would be presenting the update:
· Credit for Prior Learning - Create a statewide portfolio approval process for awarding credits based on prior learning and experience. Allison will report on the higher institutions implementation, Todd will talk about the new badge system and Allison will check on veteran status for credentialing for time served.

· Education Transparency Metrics - Develop, publish and deliver to students, parents and policymakers education outcome data that communicates employment and wage outcomes of graduates by degree and by educational institution.  Gordon will report on the status of the two grants (State Board of Education and the Department of Labor) on developing a longitudinal data base.  Todd will report on the federal requirements.

· Career & College Counseling - Support innovative and evidence based career and college counseling programs.  Allison will report on the State Board of Education challenge grant - three programs involved.  Todd will report on PTE’s transition program.

· WDTF “Industry Sector Grant” - Establish a grant program using the state’s Workforce Development Training Fund (WDTF) to fund partnerships between industry sectors and academic institutions to prepare workers for specific employment opportunities.  Previous update from Jenny Hemly.

· Career Readiness Tools - Establish a team to determine how/if a career readiness tool could/should be adopted in Idaho. The team could explore: 1) Available tools such as ACT National Career Readiness Certification, 2) Costs of adopting, and 3) Effectiveness in other states.  Todd will report.

· Industry Advisory Committees - Improve the Professional Technical Education industry advisory committees currently established at Idaho colleges and universities by: 1) Standardizing approach and guidelines, and 2) Assuring best practices for meaningful industry participation and influence in setting curriculum.  Todd will report.

· Credential Benchmark Survey - Create and implement a survey that will provide a benchmark for industry recognized credentials and details on “some college” attainment.  Allison will report on the findings of the SBOE and Department of Transportation survey.

· Industry/Education Partnership Event - Create an annual Industry/Education Partnership event to better connect education and training to business needs.  Gordon will update the council on Sue’s Friday meeting with Tim, Bert Glandon, Jay Larsen and Rod Gramer.

Chair Komberec expressed his concern that the council would be most effective to focus on implementing the Educational Attainment Task Force recommendations rather than starting another task force and wanted to make sure other members felt the same way.

Chair Komberec announced that he and Sue would be attending the NGA conference in Denver next week and suggested that the Chair’s Report include an update of those meetings.

Sue indicated that the department has not yet received the US Department of Labor’s federal monitoring report but it could be a topic added to the agenda.

Chair Komberec announced that with no objections, the executive committee meeting is adjourned.
