BACKGROUND:

The U.S. Department of Labor is required to conduct on-site reviews of certain U.S. Department of Labor, Employment and Training Administration-funded grants awarded to states.  On-site reviews are used to assess the extent to which grant funds are used, providing federal staff opportunities to deliver technical assistance during and following the visit, as needed.  Review results help to create the basis for making national and regional judgments regarding as state’s need for technical assistance and key system improvements.  These visits also provide an opportunity to identify best practices that can be shared with other states.

Idaho recently underwent an on-site review to determine its compliance with program statutes and regulations of the workforce programs implemented throughout the state.   The review covered both the programmatic and fiscal application of these programs. If an issue is found that the team determines warrants action on the part of the state for correction, it is termed a finding.  
Seventeen findings were found during the review which state staff has addressed and is corresponding with U.S. DOL regional office staff regarding their outcome.  Because of time contraints, the review team did not have an opportunity to speak with state staff regarding processes and procedures and, consequently, termed some items as findings.  Several of these items have been addressed.  Others require some changes to be implemented on behalf of the state, and these changes will be implemented over time.  A few findings will require council action and have been included as part of today’s meeting agenda.
