SUBJECT:     WDTF Industry Sector Grant for 2014
ACTION REQUESTED:      Approve an additional $1,000,000
Background

The Idaho Workforce Development Training Fund (WDTF) was established by the Legislature in 1996 and guidelines were set by the Workforce Development Council that same year. The WDTF was reauthorized in 2011 for an additional seven years with a new sunset in January 2018; pursuant to Idaho Code Sections: 72-1347b, 72-1347A, 72-1336. 
In September 2014, the Workforce Development Council approved funding of $1,000,000 from the Workforce Development Training Fund for a second round of Industry Sector Grants.  In the transmittal, it identified that if “more quality applications are received than the $1,000,000 allotted under this transmittal, the Department would like to reserve the right to come back to the next Council meeting for consideration of additional dollars for the sector grants.”  The applications for Industry Sector Grants have been received and the total of all qualified applications were approximately to $2.5 million.   Staff has reviewed the balance of the Workforce Development Training Fund and has determined that there is sufficient unobligated funds to allow for additional funding of the Industry Sector Grants.  
Recommendation
Request for an additional $1,000,000 be allocated from the Workforce Development Training Fund to be added to the Industry Sector grant allocation.  Grants would be awarded from the proposals that were submitted through the recent RFP process.
