Apprenticeships
Director Edmunds discussed PTECH and Albertsons Foundation’s desire to provide an apprenticeship system for the years after high school.  Director Edmunds emphasized that the state has a need for an apprenticeship system to addresses the skills gap and perceives that the Department of Labor can be the driving force and connection between employers and education.  Idaho has six professional technical schools and the department wants to bring industry to the table and understand what their needs are so that the Professional Technical Education can develop curriculum to meet industry’s need.

Director Edmunds explained that the department of Labor is in the process of restructuring with Jay Engstrom is now the Chief Operating Officer (COO) and the Director is the Chief Executive Officer (CEO).
