SUBJECT:	Transition to America’s Job Link Alliance Update

ACTION REQUESTED:	Information Only

BACKGROUND:
The Idaho Department of Labor is in process of implementing a new labor exchange and management information system created by America’s Job Link Alliance, an association of state workforce agencies.  

DESCRIPTION:
The state’s new workforce development programs system will be called IdahoWorks and will replace the current IdahoWorks labor exchange system.  The new system will integrate client registrations across multiple programs such as Wagner-Peyser, Workforce Investment Act, Trade Adjustment Act and others to ensure accurate program data.  

Department IT staff have been working for approximately six months to convert data from three existing management information systems to the single system.  That effort is nearing completion.  Workforce development staff will test the converted data and conduct training on the new system before it is implemented in 2014.  The user interface is also being adapted to integrate seamlessly with the existing Idaho Department of Labor webpage.
